MEETING MINUTES

Present: Brad Crosby, Chair, John Earley, Mary Ahlgren, Wayne Elliott, Brian Mokler, alternate, Steve Ober, Selectmen’s Representative

The meeting was called to order. In the absence of Katy Wells, sec’y, Brad appointed Mary Ahlgren Sec’y pro tem.

Old Business:

1. Jack Potter’s proposed conservation easement. Brad Crosby moved and Wayne Elliott seconded  a motion that The Conservation Commission recommend to the Board of Selectmen that we accept Jack Potter’s gift of a conservation easement of land, Tax may 17, Lot 43 to the town of Sanbornton. Motion passed. Brad will make sure that Bob Veloski and Rob Jutton get a copy of these minutes with this motion highlighted and that they have a copy of the agreement between Jack Potter and the Conservation Commission.. It is our expectation that Bob V will give a copy of this agreement to Chris Bolt, town attorney, for review and then to the Board of Selectmen for their acceptance

2. Mention was made that Mr. Dion is anxious for progress with work on this proposed conservation easement, which is proceeding slowly.

3. Mr Skeats has completed clearing and seeding the Virginia Hutton Trail.

4. The process of selling town land is moving along.

5. The ConservationCommission recommends to the Board of Selectmen that Brian Mokler be appointed a regular member of the Commission., rather that an alternate as he is now; motion made by Wayne Elliott and seconded by Brad Crosby. Steve Ober will bring this motion to the Board of Selectmen at their next meeting,  September 30.
6. Brad told the members present about new arial maps that will be available from the Bureau of Transportation. They are quite costly, and the Commission has no interest in purchasing them at this time. General consensus is that we have very good maps already.

7. A .13 acre piece of land on Giles Pond has been offered by its owner to the Conservation Committee. We will ask Bob Veloski to write a letter to the land owner informing her that we appreciate the offer but have no interest in accepting it at this time.

8. Logging: Richard and Robert Metcalf notified us of logging taking place on Tax map 20-Lot 15.

9. The Swain property conservation project is still being worked on by some members of the Commission, with the help of Lisa Morin.
