 MEETING MINUTES

Present:   Chair Brad Crosby, Warren Lake, Wayne Elliott, Mary Ahlgren, Steve Ober; Alternate and Katy Wells; Alternate. 

Open
At 7:04pm, Chair Crosby recognized a presence of a quorum and called the meeting to order.

Minutes


Chair Crosby made a motion to approve the minutes of January 13, 2011, 2nd by Mary Ahlgren all were in favor.


Chair Crosby made a motion to approve the non-meeting minutes of February 10, 2011, 2nd by Warren Lake all were in favor.

Lots for sale


Chair Crosby reported that there are five lots that need to be reviewed for this years warrant.  They are: TML, 03.023.000, 10.095.000, 20.083.000, 25.012.000 and 25.034.000.  Mary Ahlgren made a motion to have Chair Crosby and Steve Ober walk these lots and authorize them to make a recommendation to the BOS for this year’s warrant, 2nd by Wayne Elliott all were in favor


Chair Crosby reported that he spoke with BH Keith regarding the wood lot management plan and received a quote for work that needs to be done.  John Martin was given the management plan for a quotation on the boundary update and timber stand improvement work, including the logging needed.  Mr. Martin will provide an estimate for review of the commission.

Swain Update


Chair Crosby reported that he met with Lisa Rixen and she provided him with a list of tasks that need to be done, concerning the process to follow for the conservation easement. Dave and Dan Swain and John Martin were present this evening.  Dave Swain stated he has left messages for the appraiser regarding the house lot to see what impact it will have for the appraisal done.  The commission discussed with the Swain’s the possible need for them to get a separate appraisal for the house lot, in addition to what was already done for the balance of the parcel to be placed in an easement.  Other concerns discussed were: future road to the house lot location, lot size, zoning and possible relocation of this 1.5 acres for the purpose of the easement.  Chair Crosby gave the Swain’s the letter of intent for signature and informed them that the commission needed their signature for us to proceed with the process.  Also discussed was the need for the final language of the easement to be specific for the house lot and the driveway for the future use.

Dion property update

Chair Crosby reported that the paperwork was being processed for the clearing of the title.

Earth Day


Katy presented the information from the application for NH the beautiful, the process that needed to be followed, and a date that needed to be selected.  It was decided that April 23, 2011 would be the day for our town wide Earth Day clean up.  Katy will contact other commission members if help is needed.  Warren Lake made a motion to authorize Katy Wells to serve as the representative for the Conservation Commission for the Earth Day activities, 2nd by Steve Ober all were in favor.  Katy will fill out the application and bring it to the BOS for their signatures. 

Willett offer


Chair Crosby reported that he has spoken to Mr. Willett and let him know that we are not putting this offer off, that currently the Commission is involved with the business of the easements.  Chair Crosby assured Mr. Willett that in the spring he will assign a member to this project to get it underway.  It would be best when the snow melts to walk the trail area that is being considered.

New Business


Mr. David Beane met with the Commission as a follow up to a letter he sent to the town expressing his interest in purchasing a parcel of town owned land. (TML 16.024) Mr. Beane offered to have this parcel appraised at his expense and to pay the town the full real estate value. Chair Crosby explained on behalf of the commission the process currently in place to sell town owned land and advised Mr. Beane to look for this parcel to come up for sale as approved by the town, on a future warrant.  


Mary Ahlgren reported the MPAC is near completion.  Mary stated that with the proposed changes to the landscape, it would be supportive of the protection of the forestry and agricultural land in town. The commission will need to be very involved with these changes.  

Correspondence


Chair Crosby signed the invoice for $18.00 to NH Association of Conservation Commissions for a handbook for our new member.


Chair Crosby requested on behalf of the interest of the commission for Katy Wells to submit for payment the order forms to UNH Department of Natural Resources.  Two books will be ordered.
