Call to Order

Chairperson VanValkenburgh called the meeting to order at 6:50 p.m. on Tuesday, July 28, 2009, at the Library.
Trustee Positions
MOTION (Joanne D./ Wayne E.): The motion to table the election of Trustee positions passed unanimously.
Secretary’s Report

MOTION (Joanne D./ Wayne E.): The motion to accept the minutes of March 17, May 19, and June  16 as presented passed unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report

The Board discussed the BBQ fundraising event of July 18. Two-hundred and fifty-seven individuals were served and the Library raised $2,250. Cab will draft a press release to thank the many individuals and organizations that contributed time and money to make the event such a success. Joanne will draft a similar note to be sent personally to all those who helped. In the coming months, the Trustees will explore the option of giving other non-profits in town the opportunity of sponsoring the event.
The Board reviewed the most recent financial statements. Cab has further sub-divided the Collection Development line item (2.800) to facilitate better tracking and planning of the Library’s acquisitions of books, movies, and other materials. Effective July 1, the New Hampshire Retirement System has added a 0.07% Medical Subsidy to employers’ contributions; this will add approximately $180 to the Library’s Employee Benefit line item (1.230).
MOTION (Joanne D./ Wayne E.): The motion to recommend the most recent financial statements to the town auditor for annual review passed unanimously.
MOTION (Joanne D./ Wayne E.): The motion to request the Trustees of the Trust Funds for disbursement of income from trusts held for the benefit of the Library passed unanimously.
Approximately $2,500 remains from the funds donated to the Library for the purposes of automation; this is currently being used to pay for outside contractors to help with the process of barcoding the Library’s books and updating our new catalog.
Building Report
The Trustees discussed the plans for moving forward with the new addition. The next priorities are to furnish the New Hampshire room in the hallway upstairs and to begin installing shelving in the big room. Cab will call Tucker Library Interiors for guidance to to ensure that shelving is installed in a safe manner.

Most present felt it appropriate to wait until the majority of furniture and shelving has been moved before installing new carpet on the stairs and in the hallway. Cab will ensure that FloorSmith has been paid for all work completed and materials purchased to date.
Mice have been active in the building, setting off the security alarm twice in the past couple weeks; Cab will try to trap them before they create any more problems.

The upstairs room is currently being used by a few groups and Martha reported an incident of inappropriate use of the new elevator; Cab will contact the group to reinforce Library policy, particularly about the elevator and beverages.

A proposal has been received to install a tourist brochure display rack in the Library; the Trustees were not supportive of the idea.
