Meeting Minutes of October 25, 2010

Call to Order

Chairman Wayne Elliott called the meeting to order at 7:06 p.m. on Monday, October 25, 2010, at the Library.
Secretary’s Report

MOTION (Tom S./ John E.): The motion to accept the minutes of September 21, 2010 as presented passed unanimously.
Treasurer’s Report

The Board reviewed the most recent financial statements.

MOTION (Tom S./ Joanne D.): The motion to recommend the most recent financial statements to the town auditor for annual review passed unanimously.

The Library received fourteen applications for the part-time position. After reviewing these, Wayne, John and Cab selected three candidates for interviews. Following the interviews, their recommendation was to hire Emily Vinton.
MOTION (Tom S./ Joanne D.): The motion to hire Emily Vinton at $9 per hour for no more than 20 hours per week passed unanimously.

The Library will conduct another fundraiser on Election Day; Cab will send out an email to recruit volunteers and cooks.

Building Report
Charles Wyman has delivered nine finished carts to the Library. The Trustees and staff are thrilled with the end-result. Commercial equivalents would have cost the Library over $8,000, but thanks to Mr. Wyman, the Library’s outlay was just $528 in materials costs.

The upstairs spaces were inspected by both Bill and Faith Tobin and the Fire Chief, adding several items to the punch list for the new addition. Estimates are being sought for completing work in the emergency exit stairwell, where the main fire code issues are to be found.

The Town is not planning to address the cupola and siding rot issues in this fiscal year. The Library will work hard to ensure that funding is available for these projecs in the next fiscal year at the latest. The Library is confirming that lead paint is in fact an issue with the cupola, since mitigation would add significantly to the cost.

Some progress on the cleaning project has been made; illness continues to slow the contractor down. The Lefebvres have been in touch with the manufacturer of the malfunctioning windows; a rep should be visiting the area and the Library in the near future.
General Business

The Library will send thank you notes to the Tobins and the local Girl Scout Troop, which recently spent an evening helping with several move-related projects.
Director’s Report

Lakes Region Reads has been a great success to date. The Library has handed out over forty copies of The Guernsey Literary and Potato Peel Pie Society, and our two events attracted healthy interest, with over 20 in attendance for both the book group discussion and the presentation on World War II music. The author visit at the Inter-Lakes High School was also very successful, with over 250 in attendance. Two more events, jointly sponsored with the Sanbornton Historical Society, remain on the calendar.
Cab shared a proposed logo for the Library’s website; the Trustees would prefer a design with a more historical theme.
