Call to Order


Chairman Wayne Elliott called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m. on Tuesday, July 26, 2011 at the Library.

Seating of Alternates
MOTION (Joanne D./ John E.): The motion to seat Alternate Trustee Deb Wyman in place of Linda VanValkenburgh passed unanimously.

Secretary’s Report
MOTION (Joanne D./ John E.): The motion to accept the minutes of May 17, 2011 passed unanimously (John E. and Deb W. abstaining).

Treasurer’s Report

The Board reviewed the most recent financial statements, including the figures for the recently concluded fiscal year. The Library spent 99.99% of its budget for FY 2010-11. The Town is expected to hire a new auditor in the near future; no problems are expected with the Library’s accounting. The group also discussed the need to address a couple of building issues with the Woodman Academy (the cupola and a rotting sill on the North side of the building). John and Cab will work together on identifying potential funding sources. The group discussed the possibility of having a Selectmen’s representative to the Library as a means of promoting the Library’s work and maintaining open lines of communication.
MOTION (Joanne D./ Deb W.): The motion to recommend the most recent financial statements to the town auditor for annual review passed unanimously.

Building Report

New computers have been acquired and will be set up in the near future. Martha Bouley and Cedar Sanderson spent several days cleaning up the book sale room. This has been a project that has taxed even the most dedicated of the Library’s volunteers for the past couple of years; Cab has added letters of commendation to the files of both employees.

Director’s Report

Cab’s surgery on June 16 to fix the herniated disc in his neck went very well. Several weeks of recovery were still required and he has been gradually increasing his hours at work. Cedar Sanderson has provided additional coverage in the meantime and has been a great addition to the Library team, particularly with respect to the Summer Reading Program which is in full swing. Sixty-five children have registered this year and as many children have attended to the two big events to date (with storytellers and musicians Odds Bodkin and Wayne from Maine). Cedar is also planning a new family Game Night, which if successful will become a regular feature of our programming. The Master Gardeners series of events is also continuing, through September 15; a composting workshop is scheduled for July 27. Finally, computer classes in the Risley Computer Lab will also begin soon, with an initial focus on beginners.
