Trust Funds

Cab Vinton reported that it appears the Selectmen have decided to fund repairs to the library cupola from Town Building Improvements Capital Reserve funds rather than seeking to raise funds through the budget process.  He also reported that the Budget Committee is not recommending funding the Library portion of NH Retirement for Library employees, recommending “0.”

Building Report
Cab reported the Woodman Room lighting continues to be a problem, the flickering front entrance lights are fixed.  The board asked Cab to look at the parking lot light and take necessary steps to resolve the Woodman Room lighting issue.
