Woodman Room

Summer Reading Programs

Cab reported that the Summer Reading Program starts June 27.  This year there will be three programs for older children and eight for younger ones.  Cedar Sandstrom is doing much of the coordination.

Miscellaneous

There was discussion regarding improvement of storage options.  The Trustees asked Cab to consider shelves in the storage closets.  

Also discussed was the availability of museum passes for residents.  Cab will look into options and purchase additional passes, if needed.

Cab reported the Sanborn Family Association has approached the Library and asked that it consider accepting documents and other historical items.  Cab will review the list of items and report to the Trustees.
