Workshop Meeting Agenda
November 4, 2010

1. Role Call

The meeting opened at 7:02 pm with the following members in attendance: Don Bormes, Chairman; Dick Gardner, Member; Will Ellis, Alternate; Nick Orgettas, Alternate and Bob Ward, Town Planner. 


Absent were: Carmine Cioffi, Vice Chair; Andrew Livernois, Selectmen’s Representative and Evelyn Auger, Member.

2. Seating of Alternates for absent Members
           Will Ellis was seated for Evelyn Auger.
3. Old Business
a.
Update on mapping services provided by Lakes Region Planning Commission

The mapping contract with LRPC has been signed and approved by the Board of Selectmen. The contract states that maps will be available no later than December 31, 2010. Bob Ward reported that he has asked LRPC to accelerate the date of availability to November 30, 2010.

b.
Update on Master Plan

Bob Ward stated that the Transportation Section draft is completed and he is checking with the Energy Committee Member to see how the Energy Section draft is coming. The MPAC is hoping to have the draft completed and ready for presentation to the Planning Board by the December meeting. Bob Ward requested to move the December Workshop Meeting to December 9, 2010 due to the meeting schedule of the MPAC. This change would enable the MPAC to meet prior to the Planning Board December Workshop meeting. Bob Ward stated that the plan is to meet with the MPAC on 12/9/10 and then to schedule a public meeting to present the Draft master Plan in January. Adoption of the Master Plan could then be scheduled for the February Planning Board meeting.

Update concerning Black Brook Watershed Management Plan

The draft of the site specific site plan has been completed and provided by A E Com. Bob Ward stated that he has reviewed this with Don Froudriat. They will be having a meeting with the consultant to provide feedback and then the final copy can be forwarded to NH DES.

Update concerning Site Plan Review requirements and Belknap County Register of 
Deeds requirements for filing plans relative to proposed Hermit Woods Winery (proposed
       Vineyard/wine manufacturing/wine tasting room to be located at 56 Taylor Road)

Bob Ward stated that he checked the Sanbornton Regulations and also spoke to the Belknap County Registry of Deeds concerning the site plan requirements for the final plat for this project. The final plat for site plans has to be prepared by a licensed surveyor or engineer to meet with Sanbornton regulations as well as BCRD requirements. The next step will be to decide if this project fits into the description of a Level II Home Occupation. Dick Gardner stated that it would be helpful to contact other municipalities to see how they have handled similar requests. Bob Ward stated that he will contact the applicant and inform him of the requirements and to schedule them for the November or December business meeting for a vote on the Level II Home Occupation. Site Plan Review will follow if it meets the requirements for a Level II Home Occupation.

Distribute and discuss historical population information (News article provided by

Carried over as no revision has been received from Andrew Livernois yet. Bob Ward stated that this is the last section to be completed and would like to get this wrapped up as soon as possible.
b. Review of zoning amendment schedule for Town Meeting 2011

Bob Ward handed out a schedule for Town Meeting 2011 Zoning Amendments. March 11, 2010 will be the last date available to post and publish notice for the 1st public hearing concerning Zoning Amendments. This date allows for a 2nd public hearing if one is necessary. Bob Ward also stated that if the master Plan is adopted in February then this will allow for changes such as Village Districts in the Master Plan to be meshed into the Zoning Amendment process. Village Districts will provide for mixed use, high density residential, commercial and will also meet the requirements for Workforce Housing.

Update on recent matters before the Sanbornton Zoning Board of Adjustment
  The Planning Board reviewed cases which have recently come before the ZBA.     
6. Planners Update
Bob Ward stated that the deadline for registration for the NHEOP Conference has passed. Nick Orgettas registered and will be attending with Bob Ward. Bob Ward also stated that he will let other members know if the deadline is extended for more registrations.    

Bob ward stated that he would like members to present possible Zoning Amendments at the December Workshop meeting. 
Bob Ward listed some possible amendments to be considered: Subservice disposal health regulations, remove modular homes as the only allowed homes in the Forest Conservation District and allow single family structures, change the Forest Conservation section to define the new areas from Town meeting 2010, revise the definition of Manufactured Housing as the current one is out of date, add a Zoning Map reference with the new Map number, revise the level II home Occupation requirements and remove the 5 year expiration date from the level II Home Occupations.

Nick Orgettas made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Dick Gardner. All in favor, motion carried.
