Approval of Meeting Minutes

       Carmine Cioffi moved to approve minutes of August 18th Business Meeting with one correction, motion seconded by Don Bormes.  Motion carried unanimously.

Old Business

Discussion Re: Meeting with MPAC and Master Plan – TP Ward stated due to the delay in getting the Master Plan maps, the meeting will be held during the PB's October workshop. TP Ward noted the Master Plan is available on the Town's website.    

Update on Rte #3 Auto Sales – TP Ward stated he has conformed a jiont meeting with Tilton's PB for Tuesday 9/13/11 @ 7:00 pm. TP Ward informed the PB he has been in contact with Mike Kimball of NH DOT District #3, to discuss the matter and DOT has had concerns too. The PB reviewed a letter sent to Giguere Auto Sales from NH DOT dated November 5, 2010 that was also sent to Tilton but not Sanbornton. The PB also reviewed an e-mail from Mike Kimball to TP Ward dated 8/30/2011. TP Ward stated the revolving ownership has been the main reason for non-compliance but was happy to hear that the DMV could pull their license. TP Ward noted that the team is being pulled together for enforcement. Chair Bormes stated if you were to drive down Rte #3 all of the car dealerships are on the road and it is hard to make one do it without the others but this one is not zoned correctly. TP Ward replied this is the only one on our Town but if Tilton wants enforce the others, it can. TP Ward stated the Town's issues are the impervious surface and a new Site Plan. A Home Occupation was granted first, then the ZBA granted a variance for impervious surface from 10% to 30%  and then the PB granted a permit to expand the garage. TP Ward suggested the PB wait to see what comes out of the joint meeting, in regards to process & procedure. TP Ward offered to draft a list of questions for the joint meeting and the PB agreed. Chair Bormes stated the PB has three concerns 1) lot size, 2) site plan and 3) impervious surface. TP Ward noted the lot size may be grandfathered. Dick Gardner asked what would happen if the commercial site plan review doesn't get approved....then what? TP Ward replied he would ask Town Counsel. Chair Bormes stated the fact of the matter is that the business is no longer a home occupation, so they need a commercial site plan review and these are the guidelines to follow, its the ZBA's decision for the lot size. Tabled for further discussion after joint meeting with Tilton. 

Continued discussion Re: Land Use Regulation Fee Schedule – A comparison work sheet was given to the PB last meeting. Tabled for full PB review until October workshop meeting. 

Site Plan Review Regulations – Public Hearing – To be scheduled for October 6, 2011.  

New Business



Master Plan – Mapping Services contract w/ LRPC – The PB reviewed zoning map changes & additions. TP Ward stated the funds for the maps were not included in the 2012 budget but feels they can be covered by the advertising line item, plus the recent PB Secretary vacancy funds. Zoning maps cost $592, Master Plan maps $1,433 and Conservation land maps (shared cost / $482 dollars to be reimbursed to PB) cost $1,092 dollars. TP Ward explained how many copies were provided and noted all of the maps were made available in pdf format. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to approve the mapping service contract with LRPC with reimbursement from the Conservation Commission in the amount of $482 dollars. Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.   

News Article “To own or rent” - The PB was provided a copy of the news article regarding lifetime renters vs. home owners. Under advisement. 

Meeting in Gilford Re: Legislative Changes – TP Ward informed the PB that he attended the meeting and the Comprehensive Shoreline Protection Act (CSPA) has been renamed the Shoreland Waters Quality Protection Act (SWQPA), with the most changes. TP Ward stated they have redefined the minimum requirements and Jason Aube (DES) is uncomfortable with those changes. The violation used to be punishable in Court as a criminal offense but now is not, the maximum penalty was $20K reduced to $5K, the 50ft. tree cut buffer has been relaxed to a 120 point system from 185 points but some points per tree have been increased and there was no credit for shrubs before, now there is. TP Ward stated the Town of Gilford is so concerned about the changes they are considering adopting the CSPA as a local ordinance. TP Ward provided the PB with a handout of the new SWQPA summary.  

                  Other Business

Historic District Commission – Standards & Guidelines – The PB was provided a copy for review.
